Shortly after his parents

 divorced when he was &#128079;  11, Ronaldo dropped out of school to pursue a c

areer as a professional soccer player. He began his career as &#128079;  a futsa

l player (indoor soccer), joining a youth league and quickly becoming the lead s

corer in the entire city&#39;s league. &#128079;  In his first season alone, he 

scored 166 goals. Futsal was an important part of Ronaldo&#39;s development, hel

ping him learn &#128079;  technical skills and close ball control that would bec

ome his key strengths in his later playing career.
